Plans for Standard Upright PVC Agility Jumps

Materials for 1 jump:


2 ten foot pieces 1” PVC


6 one inch PVC Ts


8 one inch PVC endcaps


Nuts & bolts or cut endcaps for however many jump heights you need (jump cups)

Cut:

Out of 1 piece of ten foot long pipe:

2: 28” pieces out of the ten foot long 1” pipe


8: 6” pieces out of the ten foot long 1” pipe


4: 4” pieces out of the ten foot long 1” pipe

Cut 2nd piece of pipe to desired jump bar lengths (4’ to 5’ is regulation) and decorate with colored tape

Use the Ts to connect:


2: 6” legs to 1: 4” connector (glue)


2: 6” legs to 1: 4” connector on the other side (glue)


2: 4” connectors to the 28” upright (DO NOT glue)

Put end caps on the ends of the 6” pieces and glue

Put jump cups at the heights you wish.  Remember to place the jump cups 1” below the height you want the bar to be at as the bar is 1” tall.

Need to put together 2 of the following to make 1 jump:
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
